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Keep the European Information Centres alive!

In the last weeks all the Information Centres of the European Union have received letters indicating the end of the financial support by the Commission until the end of the year. In most cases this means an end to their activities resp. their closure.

Considering:

· the importance of information on the European Union, its policies, its institutions etc. for the European citizens, especially the younger ones, in order to increase the European awareness

· the lack of information on the  EU among the citizens, which has been proved by several polls etc.

· the demand of information by the citizens

· the prospective of the enlargement and of a possible constitution, which both need to be supported with information

· the lack of some Centres to be managed efficiently

· the need of  accessible and near information-points for all the European citizens

JEF calls for:

· the maintenance of the financial support for the Information-Centres all over Europe

· the further engagement of the European Commission for information campaigns on European issues

· an increased but more efficient support of the work the information centres by national, regional and local authorities

The new Executive Bureau is asked to inform the bodies of  UEF, European Youth Forum and the International European Movement etc. about this resolution.
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
