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IP 01 On the organisation of model street referendums on the 9th of May

THE FEDERAL COMMITTEE OF THE YOUNG EUROPEAN FEDERALISTS,

CONVINCED that the final months of the Convention and the IGC that will follow can represent a unique chance to progress towards a Federal Europe,

CONSIDERING that the outcome of the Convention is, at the moment, very likely to be far from a Federal Constitution, and that, thus, pressure still needs to be put on the Convention in order to achieve the goal of a federal Europe,

CONSIDERING that it is necessary at this crucial stage of the Convention, to show once again, two years after Nice 2000, the massive support of the European citizens to the Federalist project,

CONSIDERING that the support of public opinion and civil society is essential in the battle for a Federal Europe, and that alone, the States are unlikely to carry on with the necessary reforms of the European institutions,

CONSIDERING that the street referendums organised by JEF and UEF sections have proved their great efficiency in different European States

OBSERVING that the co-ordination between national and sub-national sections as well as the organisation of referendums during special political occasions (European social forum, referendums held simultaneously in Florence, Lyon and Francfort) are very useful to the success of such an operation,

CONSIDERING that only JEF – Europe can assure sufficient co-ordination and support to realise a European referendum day, involving more than 100 cities around Europe,

CONVINCED that the 9th of May is the most appropriate date to organise a Europe-wide operation,

States the following:

JEF – EUROPE (Young European Federalists),

COMMITS itself to promote as many street actions on Europe Day as possible, with the ambitious aim of 100 street actions.

COMMITS itself to promote the idea of street referendums as a tool that can be used in as many street actions as possible, where the local legal and political situation enables this. 

COMMITS itself to promote such an action among the other pro-European or Federalist organisations,

ASKS the Executive Bureau to co-ordinate this activity and circulate the appeal and other relevant materials to sections to enable them to organise street referendums, and promote this action in their press strategy
