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The JEF policy on the Southeast European initiative

Considering the successful outcome of the Ohrid and Zadar seminars in supporting regional co-operation initiatives among JEF sections in the Southeast European*1 region, and believing in the continuation of the EU enlargement process towards the Southeast European region, we the Young European Federalists, adopt the following points on initiating the Southeastern European Initiative as a joint European and regional action:

JEF Sections in Southeastern Europe should:

* Raise public awareness of European issues and promote federalist ideas

* Cooperate, support, and initiate future regional network building projects.

* Improve their communication and involvement on a regional level. 

* Work on strengthening of their national and local sections in terms of team-building, education, local and national cooperation with similar organisations and parties, spreading the local sections network and involving larger number of members in their activities

 * Improve their financial sustainability through local grants and fund-raising, and prepare short and long term strategy papers

* Eliminate all kinds of xenophobia or any other hatred based on sexual, religious, 

ethnic, personal and/or ideological prejudices - including among it's own membership

* Improve the state of organisational transparency

* With the know-how from regional and Europe-wide JEF experts - improve their media, internet and publishing impact in local communities

JEF Europe should:

* Continue it's determination to support and build strengthened sections in the region,

* Give the specific responsibility for the projects within the framework of this initiative to one EB member,
* Support the Secretariat and the EB's efforts to increase the priorities given to the events in the region, including, if possible, the organisation of a statutory meeting ,

* Support thorough training and consultation on a regular basis in cooperation with regional and local JEF structures,

* Encourage the establishment of JEF sections in countries where they are not yet present,

* Try to find ways and obtain partial or full support for future regional projects. 

Other JEF Sections are encouraged to:

* Offer good services, know-how, an on-the-ground presence and fund-raising involvement in order to support the initiatives in this resolution.

* Focus on exchanges of European Volunteers (EVS) and study visits.
